(49:21) Jacob’s Blessings on Naphtali (Zilpah’s second son)       1

(49:22–27) Jacob’s Blessings on the Sons of Rachel        6  

(49:22–26) Jacob’s Blessings on Joseph (Rachel’s first son)       5 * 

 Joseph will need to fight to protect his great prosperity
